Travertine, concrete, metal and glass - selected materials complementing each other in tone
and surfaces- achieve a sense of serenity and elegance. Simple and unadorned each of these
materials shows its innate character through its variation of texture.

Since natural light in itself is always changing | strive to capture the moments where light and
architecture intersect - adding yet another dimension to the composition. With using
photography as my medium | both discover and express the purities of form, texture and
function in a minimalistic manner.
